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More complaints about Trumpington Road

Cllr Liz Phillips is STILL receiving reports that people
are either driving up Trumpington Road the wrong way,
or reversing down the road to avoid having to drive all the
way around to get to their homes.  This is a road traffic
offence and can carry a penalty fine but more serious than that
people/children only look one way while crossing a one-way street and do not
expect to see reckless drivers coming the wrong way.
Liz has once again has reported this to the Council and they will be patrolling
with their Camera-Car to catch the culprits.
Residents in Ramsey Road are also complaining to Liz that this reckless act
is also happening in their road.  Liz will contact the enforcement team to try
and stop this from occurring.
